KEYNOTE SPEAKERS

CARDINAL BLASE J. CUPICH

Cardinal Blase J. Cupich was appointed Archbishop
of Chicago by Pope Francis on September 20, 2014,
and installed as its ninth Archbishop on November
18, 2014. Recognizing the rich history of our
Archdiocese and Pope Francis’ call to arenewed
Church, in late 2015, Cardinal Cupich invited us to
discernthe Lord’s call to renewal in our local
Church. He offered the image of the San Damiano
Cross and asked us to pray for the guidance of the
Holy Spirit. It became clear that our call was to
spiritual renewal, but the hard work of structural
renewal had to happen first. Earlier this year, the structural renewal decisions
were completed. Now, Cardinal Cupich brings us together to focus on the
ultimate work of Renew My Church - our spiritual renewal.

CARDINAL RANIERO
CANTALAMESSA (VIDEO)

In 1980, Cardinal Cantalamessa was appointed
Preacher to the Papal Household by Pope John
Paul Il and confirmed in that position by Pope
Benedict XVIin 2005 and again by Pope Francis in
2013. In this capacity, he preaches a weekly sermon
in Advent and Lent in the presence of the Pope,
cardinals, bishops and prelates of the Roman Curia
and the general superiors of religious orders. He is
also frequently invited to speak in many countries
around the world, both to Catholic and Protestant audiences. Pope Francis
elevated Fr. Cantalamessa to the rank of cardinal in 2020.

FR.JOHNRICCARDO

Fr.Riccardo is a missionary and ACTS XXIX
Executive Director. He was ordained a priest of the
Archdiocese of Detroit in 1996. In 2019, after 23
years in parish ministry, he founded Acts XXIX to
proclaim the gospel in an attractive and compelling
way and to equip clergy and lay leaders for the age
in which God has chosen us to live. Fr. Johnis a
graduate of the University of Michigan, the
Gregorian University and the Pope John Paul Il
Institute for Studies on Marriage and the Family.

How are we working as a team?

How are we living out accompaniment and hospitality as a parish? How are we
working to meet people’s need for deep belonging?

How are we supporting parishioners to experience and appreciate a fresh
encounter with Christ?

How are we supporting parishioners to grow in their discipleship?

How are we equipping and encouraging parishioners to go forth from Mass to
share their faith in word and action?

How are we attentive to those in our local community at the earliest stages of
exploring faith?

We are all at different stages of our own discipleship journey. Prayerfully
discern which of these ideas is most appropriate for you based on where you
are in your journey.

— Dedicating time to serving our sisters and brothers on the margins.

— Learn skills for accompanying others as a disciple through Pastoral
Accompaniment Skills Training.

— Learn practical ways to share your faith with others through Faith
Sharing workshops.

Share your faith by:

— Sharing part of your faith story when the opportunity arises
in conversation.

— Pointing out a God moment you recognize in someone else’s life.

— Posting a Bible verse or an inspirational message from the Sunday Scripture
or homily on your social media.
